            Assessment Districts to determine if it would support a “Youth 
            Improvement District” and, if not, draft an ordinance that would allow 
            property owners to support such a program, if they wanted; 

 
       3.  The Commission on Gang Prevention and Intervention contact the 
            departments of Library and Park & Recreation to determine what kind of  
            collaboration can be made with regard to facilitating Goals 1 and 2 as set
