1)   Direct the Independent Budget Analyst to draft Council Policy on safe 
routes to school issues beginning January 1, 2006. 

2)   Draft a Memorandum of Understanding between the City and the San 
Diego Unified School District on safe routes to school standards which 
would address new and existing schools. 

3)   Seek joint legislation for new sites as well as existing sites. 
4)   Draft a letter to the members of the School Board and the Superintendent 

requesting a needs assessment on safety and funding, and requesting a 
joint City Council / School Board meeting to convene sometime in the 
first quarter or early second quarter of 2006. 

5)   Identify the 10 school sites with the highest priority needs for installation 
of ladder crosswalks. 

6)   Review the applicability of the traffic operations manual which defines 
criteria on how these decisions are made. 

7)   Prepare a cost estimate for Mary Lanyon Fay and Florence Griffith 
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Joyner Elementary schools to identify funds for traffic calming before the 
schools are open, as well as anything related to Cherokee Point 
Elementary school.
