LOCATION: Along El Cajon Boulevard, from Arizona Street to Utah Street; along Arizona Street, for half a
block south of El Cajon Boulevard; and along Hamilton Street, for half a block north of El Cajon Boulevard

PROJECT DESCRIPTION: This project will install streetlights and five foot deep foundations within the
public right-of-way. The project will require trenching and to connect to existing electrical infrastructure. In
principle, the project will not need to remove any street trees, but this can only be confirmed while
trenching during construction, when the tree roots will be located. If street trees must be removed, a nest
survey is required during the general avian breeding season (which runs from February 15 until September
15 every year), and removed trees will be replaced in kind or with a similar species. Appurtenances include
electrical components, conduits, conductors, pull boxes and other associated equipment. The new
foundations will require excavation 5 feet deep, and the trenching in the street and sidewalk will be up to 18
inches underneath the existing pavement, in previously undisturbed soils.
