AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER IX, ARTICLE 8, DEC 1 71979 
OF THE SAN DIEGO MUNICIPAL CODE BY REPEALING 
SECTION 98.02.0503, BY RENUMBERING AND 
AMENDING SECTIONS 98.02.0202, 98.02.0203 AND 
98.02.0501, AND BY AMENDING SECTION 98.02, 
ALL RELATING TO HOUSING REQUIREMENTS. 

WHEREAS, the Uniform Housing Code, 1976 E d i t i o n , has been 

published by the I n t e r n a t i o n a l Conference of B u i l d i n g O f f i c i a l s 

and adopted i n T i t l e 25, C a l i f o r n i a Administrative Code; and 

WHEREAS, Section 17922 and 17958 of the C a l i f o r n i a Health 

and Safety Code provide that the governing body of every c i t y 

or county s h a l l adopt ordinances or regulations imposing the 

same requirements as those contained i n the Uniform Housing 

Code; and 

WHEREAS, Sections 17958.5 and 17958.7 of the C a l i f o r n i a 

Health and Safety Code provide that a c i t y or county may make 

such changes or modifications i n the requirements contained i n 

the Uniform Housing Code as i t determines are reasonably neces­

sary because of l o c a l c o n d i t i o n s ; and 

WHEREAS, the Council of The C i t y of San Diego finds and 

declares i n accordance with Section 17958.5 of the C a l i f o r n i a 

Health and Safety Code that the changes and modifications con­

tained herein, are reasonably necessary because of l o c a l condi­

t i o n s ; and 

WHEREAS, the Council of The C i t y of San Diego expressly 

f i n d s and declares that each amendment or change contained i n 

t h i s ordinance i s needed to provide f o r l o c a l c onditions; NOW, 

THEREFORE, 



BE IT ORDAINED, by the Council of The C i t y of San Diego, 

as f o l l o w s : 

Section 1. That Chapter IX, A r t i c l e 8, of the San Diego 

Municipal Code be and the same i s hereby amended by repealing 

Section 98.02.0503. 

Section 2. That Chapter IX, A r t i c l e 8, of the San Diego 

Municipal Code be and the same i s hereby amended by renumbering 

e x i s t i n g sections of A r t i c l e 8 to read as follows:

Section 3. That Chapter IX, A r t i c l e 8, of the San Diego 

Municipal Code be and the same i s hereby amended by amending 

Sections 98.02, 98.02.1, 98.02.2 and 98.02.3 to read as fol l o w s : 

SEC. 98.02 HOUSING CODE ADOPTED 

A r t i c l e s 5, 6, 7, 8 and 9 of Part I, Chapter 1, Sub­

chapter 1, T i t l e 25, C a l i f o r n i a Administrative Code, are 

hereby adopted as the Housing Code of the C i t y of San Diego, 

C a l i f o r n i a , f o r r e g u l a t i o n of use and occupancy of r e s i ­

d e n t i a l b u i l d i n g s ; and f o r s t r u c t u r a l f i r e safety i n 

e x i s t i n g r e s i d e n t i a l b u i l d i n g s . 

SEC. 98.02.1 ABATEMENT OF SUBSTANDARD BUILDINGS 

a) A l l b u i l d i n g s or portions thereof which are deter­

mined to be substandard as defined herein, are hereby 

declared to be p u b l i c nuisances and may be abated by r e p a i r , 
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r e h a b i l i t a t i o n , demolition, or removal in accordance with 

the procedure specified for the abatement of unsafe 

buildings in Section 91.02.0203 of the San Diego Municipal 

Code. 

b) Where the Building O f f i c i a l determines by inspec­

tion that any existing building premises, or portion there­

of, which is used, or designed, or intended to be used, for 

human habitation, i s substandard, he may order the building 

or portion thereof to be immediately vacated, and he s h a l l 

i n i t i a t e proceedings to cause the repair, r e h a b i l i t a t i o n , 

demolition, or removal of the building. 

SEC. 98.02.2 HOUSING ADVISORY AND APPEALS BOARD. 

a) General Provisions. There i s hereby created a 

Housing Advisory and Appeals Board consisting of five (5) 

members who are q u a l i f i e d by experience and training to 

pass upon matters pertaining to the safety and adequacy of 

housing. The members of the Board s h a l l be appointed in 

accordance with Section 43 of the Charter of The City of 

San Diego, for two-year terms and u n t i l t h e i r successors 

have been appointed and q u a l i f i e d . The tenure of 

appointees s h a l l be so scheduled that no more than three 

terms s h a l l expire in any year. The Board s h a l l select a 

chairman from i t s membership annually, unless a chairman 

is appointed by the Mayor. The Building O f f i c i a l or his 

appointed representative s h a l l act as secretary to the 

Board but s h a l l have no vote. 

b) Duties of the Board. The Board s h a l l advise on 

reasonable interpretations of the provisions of this Code 
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and s h a l l hear appeals regarding the a p p l i c a t i o n of the 

pr o v i s i o n s of t h i s Code. The Board may recommend to the 

C i t y Council such new l e g i s l a t i o n as i s con s i s t e n t with 

i t s purposes. The Board s h a l l adopt reasonable r u l e s 

and r e g u l a t i o n s f o r conducting i t s i n v e s t i g a t i o n s and 

hearings and s h a l l render a l l d e c i s i o n s and fi n d i n g s i n 

w r i t i n g to the appellant and to the C i t y Manager. 

SEC. 98.02.3 LOCATION ON PROPERTY 

Use zone requirements, b u i l d i n g setback, side and 

rear yard requirements, allowable l o t coverage, and 

property l i n e requirements s h a l l be as required i n 

Chapter X of the San Diego Municipal Code. 

Section 4. This ordinance s h a l l take e f f e c t and be i n 

force on the t h i r t i e t h day from and a f t e r i t s passage.
