AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER II, ARTICLE 6,
DIVISION 7, OF THE SAN DIEGO MUNICIPAL CODE BY
AMENDING SECTIONS 26.07, 26.07.2 AND 26.07.4
RELATING TO THE CREATION AND DUTIES OF A
COMMISSION FOR ARTS AND CULTURE.

BE IT ORDAINED, by the Council of The City of San Diego, as
follows:

Section 1. That Chapter 2, Article 6, Division 7, of the San
Diego Municipal Code be and the same is hereby amended by
amending Sections 26.07, 26.07.2 and 26.07.4 to read as follows:

SECTION 26.07 COMMISSION FOR ARTS AND CULTURE

A. PURPOSE AND INTENT

It is the purpose and intent of the City Council to
establish a Commission for Arts and Culture to serve in an
advisory capacity to the Mayor, City Council and City Manager
on promoting, encouraging and increasing support for the
arts.

It shall be the responsibility of the Commission for

Arts and Culture to make all cultural arts granting

recommendations for City funding to the City Council using

objective criteria and evaluation panels, as appropriate.

It shall be the responsibility of the Commission for

Arts and Culture to serve in an advisory capacity to the

Mayor, City Council and City Manager on projects and programs

designed to promote the arts in public places throughout the
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neighborhoods of the City of San Diego, and encourage the
private sector to include the arts in private developments.
B. COMMISSION FOR ARTS AND CULTURE ESTABLISHED

There is hereby established a Commission for Arts and
Culture consisting of fifteen (15) members. Commission
members shall be persons who represent the following areas:
individual artists, arts organizations, arts patrons,
educators, the business community, and the general public.

The members shall serve three (3) year staggered terms
for a maximum of six (6) years and each member shall serve
until a successor is duly appointed and confirmed. An
interval of four (4) years must pass before such persons can
be reappointed. The members shall be appointed by the Mayor
and confirmed by the City Council, subject to the following
conditions: 1) the Mayor shall appoint seven (7) members;
and, 2) the Mayor shall appoint the remaining eight (8)
members, one each from a list of three (3) nominations
submitted by each Councilmember. The members shall be
appointed in such a manner that the terms of not more than
five (5) members shall expire in any year. The expiration
date of all terms shall be March 31. During April of each
year, the Mayor may designate one (1) member as chairperson;
however, in the absence of such designation, the Commission
shall on or after May 15 select from their members a
chairperson. The Commission shall meet not less than monthly
and report to the Mayor and Council on an as-needed basis,

but not less than one time per year.
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The Commission shall adopt rules consistent with laws
for the government of its business and procedures.
C. DUTIES AND FUNCTIONS

The Commission for Arts and Culture shall:

1. Advocate strongly for a substantial increase in
funds for the arts.

2. Recommend to the Mayor, City Council and City
Manager all City funding decisions for the arts; directly and
exclusively make all granting recommendations to City
Council.

3. Explore new sources of funding for the cultural arts
and evaluate the current allocation of Transient Occupancy
Tax funding as it pertains to the cultural arts.

4. Develop, coordinate and regularly reevaluate a
comprehensive City cultural arts policy.

5. Consistent with City Council policy, advocate for
cultural arts with the City Council, as well as the private
sector, local, regional, state and federal governments, and
international entities, such as Mexico, Canada, Japan and
Pacific Rim countries.

6. Serve as the State/Federal local arts program
partner.

7. Manage the City public arts program, which shall
include the following:

a. Advise on the acquisition and placement of
works of art on property of the City of San Diego, except for

any museum, art gallery, or City-owned performance facility.
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No work of art shall be installed or existing work of art
removed from public areas of City property without a review
by the Commission.

b. Develop and recommend to the Mayor, City
Council and City Manager:

1. Programs to promote public performances
and the public exhibition of the arts.

2. Legislation to provide incentives to the
public sector for inclusion of the arts in private
developments.

SECTION 26.07.2 DEFINITIONS

Whenever in this division, the following words and
phrases are used, they shall mean:

A. "Commission" means the City of San Diego Commission
for Arts and Culture.

B. through E. - No change.

F. "Supplemental Funds" means those funds contributed
by individuals, corporations, foundations, or government
grants, and placed in the Fund for Public Art in addition to
those funds made available under Section 26.07.3 of this
ordinance which shall be used for implementing the purposes
of the Percent for Art Ordinance and other public art
projects recommended by the Commission for Arts and Culture
and approved by the Council.

G. - No change.

H. "Public exhibition of the visual, literary,

film/video arts" shall mean paintings, lithographs,
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reproductions, photographs, murals, handcrafted arts, stained
glass, statues, sculptures and other forms of media arts.

I. "Public performances" shall mean individual and
group presentations of music, dance, theatre, opera,
literary, film/video and other forms of art generally
recognized.

J. "Public places" shall mean land and buildings owned
by the City exclusive of City-owned performance facilities,
e.g., Civic Theatre.

K. "Works of art" shall mean paintings, reproductions,
photographs, murals, handcrafted arts, stained glass,
statues, or other sculptures, monuments, fountains, arches
and other structures of a permanent or temporary nature
intended for ornament or commemoration.

SECTION 26.07.4 COMMISSION FOR ARTS AND CULTURE PROCEDURES

To carry out the Commission for Arts and Culture's
duties, the Commission shall:

A. Receive and accept applications for Transient
Occupancy Tax funding, and using objective criteria will
evaluate the applications and recommend to the City Council
the allocation of that funding.

B. Prepare and recommend for the City Council's review
a Public Arts Plan and guidelines to carry out the City's art
program, which shall include, but not be limited to, a method
or methods for selection of artists or works of art and for
the placement of works of art. Public hearings shall be held
by the Commission during the preparation of the Plan and any

amendments thereto.
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C. Advise the City Council regarding the possible
purchase of works of art or commissioning the design,
execution and/or placement of works of art. The Commission
shall work with the City Manager regarding the design,
execution and/or placement of a work of art in connection
with construction projects.

D. 1In the placement of art in the City, give special
attention to the placement of appropriate art in the
neighborhoods.

E. Receive input from the City Manager regarding
operation and maintenance expenses associated with a work of
art., If the City Manager finds that a proposed work of art
requires extraordinary operation or maintenance expenses, the
Commission shall either select another work of art, or submit
with its recommendation to the City Manager and City Council
a statement of overriding consideration of why the work of
art should be utilized notwithstanding its extraordinary
operation or maintenance expense.

F. In cooperation with the City Manager, promulgate for
City Council appropriate guidelines consistent with this
ordinance to facilitate the implementation of the
responsibilities of the Commission and City Manager
hereunder.

G. In instances of artwork to be placed in new
construction projects to achieve a greater degree of artistic
harmony, artists should be recommended by the Commission and
confirmed by the Manager before City approval of the

architect's schematic design.
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Section 2. This ordinance shall take effect and be in force
on the thirtieth day from and after its passage; however, the
Public Arts Advisory Board shall continue to operate until
June 30, 1988, under the ordinances and laws existing as of the

date of passage of this ordinance.
