4. Authorizing the Chief Financial Officer, as delegated to Financial Management, to appropriate and City
Comptroller to expend an additional $ 370,000.00 from CIP # S-01064 (Legacy CIP 21-876.0), Florida Canyon
Storm Drain/Thorn Street Water Transmission Main for the purpose of completing the project; and

5. Authorizing the City Comptroller, upon the advice from the administering department, to return excess
budgeted funds, if any, to the appropriate reserves.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY OF ITEM BACKGROUND:

Two emergencies took place in 2009 requiring immediate actions to prevent potential public
safety compromises and loss of property. In late March 2009, as a result of heavy rains, storm
water from a broken storm drain within Florida Canyon caused significant damage to a slope
which supports Park Boulevard and the San Diego Zoo parking lot. The resulting soil erosion
exposed and severely undermined an existing 36-inch water transmission line. The exposed
water line had the potential of rupturing which could have caused failure of the remainder of the
slope, potential undermining of Park Boulevard and significant water pressure loss to the
surrounding communities.

In June 2009, the Ocean Beach Comfort Station which has been closed to public became a
source of potential liability to the City. Due to the scale of decay, large pieces of concrete were
dislodged from the structure and threatened the safety of passersby as the fencing around the
Comfort Station was not providing the needed protection.

Pursuant to San Diego Municipal Code 22.3212, "Contracts Not Required to Be Competitively
Bid", Section C, an emergency soul source contract was issued to Scheidel Contracting &
Engineering to safeguard the 36-inch water transmission line within Florida Canyon, restore the
eroded canyon slope, reestablish the storm water infrastructure and re-vegetate the eroded slope.
Scheidel Contracting & Engineering was also directed to demolish the existing Ocean Beach
Comfort Station and reestablish the perimeter fencing to protect the public.

The original emergency contract was executed with HDR Inc. in the amount of $249,778.00 via
Mayoral approval, for the purpose of design of the emergency project.



Also, it is requested that a First Amendment to the Consultant Contract with HDR, Inc. for an
amount of $25,856 be authorized for monitoring of revegetation areas within Florida Canyon by
a qualified biologist as required by the City of San Diego Biology Guidelines.

FISCAL CONSIDERATIONS:

Funds in the amount of $1,000,000.00 are available in CIP # S-01064, (Legacy CIP 21-876.0),
Florida Canyon Storm Drain Emergency Repair, in Fund # 200391, Regional Park Improvement
Fund. An additional $370,000.00 in funding is requested via transfer from Fund No. 400002
Capital Outlay-Misc Revenue Annual Allocation.

Funds in the amount of $33,814.93, CIP# B-10130 Ocean Beach Comfort Station, Fund #
200391 Regional Park Improvement Fund, were utilized for the demolition of the OB Comfort
Station.
