budgeted funds, if any, to the appropriate reserves; and 

 

5.   Certifying that the information contained in Addendum to Mitigated Negative Declaration No. 63654 (Project 

No. 183349) has been completed in compliance with the California Environmental Quality Act and State CEQA 

Guidelines, and that said Addendum reflects the independent judgment of the City of San Diego as Lead agency;

REQUESTED ACTION: 

Council authorization is requested to advertise and award a construction contract for Group 3015 

– Sewer Group 762 and Sewer Group 805.    

 

STAFF RECOMMENDATION: 

Adopt the Resolutions. 

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY OF ITEM BACKGROUND: 

Group 3015 - Sewer Group 762 and Sewer Group 805 is part of the City of San Diego’s Sewer 

Main Replacement Program as mandated by the Environmental Protection Agency. This project 

is located in the Skyline-Paradise Hills Community. Sewer Group 762 includes the replacement 

of 9,383 linear feet and Sewer Group 805 includes the replacement of 10,285 linear feet of 

existing 8-inch vitrified clay sewer mains, laterals and manholes originally installed as early as 

1958. The project also includes re-plumbing of sewer laterals, installing curb ramps and paving 

restoration. Construction of Sewer Group 762 will affect portions of Seascape Drive, Rhoades 

Road, Viewpoint Drive, Viewpoint Court, Bali Cove, Hutton Avenue, Calle Quebrada, Keen 

Drive, Dissinger Avenue, Kausman Street, Beatrice Street and Parkside Avenue. Construction of 

Sewer Group 805 will affect portions of Mount Miguel Drive, Marmil Avenue, Manos Drive, 

Reo Drive, Banbury Street, Chadwick Avenue, Child Avenue, Landscape Drive, Plateau Drive 

and Reo Place. The contractor will prepare traffic control plans for all streets and will implement 

them during construction, after review and approval by the City. 

 

FISCAL CONSIDERATIONS: 

The total estimated cost of this project is $ 7,186,634.46 of which $205,074.42 was previously 

authorized by R-300460 for CCTV inspection and assessment consultant service. Enterprise 

funding of $ 6,981,560.04 will be available in CIP A-JA.00001(Legacy CIP 44-001.0), Annual 

Allocation – Sewer Main Replacements, Fund 700000, Sewer, for the construction of Group 

3015 - Sewer Group 762 and Sewer Group 805, for this purpose.  The project cost of   

$7,186,634.46 may be reimbursed approximately 80% by current or future debt financing. This 

project will be funded in FY11.  No future funding is anticipated.  Contingent upon the approval 

of Fiscal Year 2011 Appropriation Ordinance, the City Comptroller will issue a Comptroller 

Certificate prior to contract award.

This project is subject to the City’s Equal Opportunity Contracting (San Diego Ordinance No. 

18173, Section 22.2701 through 22.2708) and Non-Discrimination in Contracting Ordinance

Funding Agency: City of San Diego  Prevailing wages do not apply to this project. 

 

Goals: 22.3% Mandatory Subcontractor Participation Goal, 10.9% Advisory Participation Goal 

Disadvantage Business Enterprise (DBE), 0.3% Advisory Participation Goal Disable Veteran 

Business Enterprise (DVBE) 6.2% Advisory Participation Goal Minority Business Enterprise 

(MBE), 1.3% Advisory Women Business Enterprise (WBE) and 3.6% Advisory Participation 

Goal Other Business Enterprise (OBE). 

 

Other: Prior to award, a workforce report, and if necessary, an Equal Opportunity Plan shall be 

submitted. Staff will monitor the plan and adherence to the Non-discrimination Ordinance. EOC 

staff will evaluate bidder’s compliance with SCOPe. Failure to comply with SCOPe will lead to 

the bid being declared non-responsive. This contract will be advertised for bids in San Diego 

Daily Transcript, the City of San Diego’s website, and the E-bid Board. 

 

PREVIOUS COUNCIL and/or COMMITTEE ACTION: 

The subject item will be presented to the Committee on Natural Resources and Culture on June 

16, 2010 prior to the Council Docket date. 

 

COMMUNITY PARTICIPATION AND PUBLIC OUTREACH EFFORTS: 

During the design phase, this project was presented to the Skyline-Paradise Hills Community 

Planning Group on November 10, 2009 to provide the current status and schedule of the project.  

A follow-up letter was also sent to the Skyline-Paradise Hills community planning group on 

February 10, 2010 offering an informational presentation to the planning group. In addition, 

residents and businesses will also be notified at least one (1) month before construction begins, 

and again ten (10) days before construction begins by the contractor through hand distribution of 

notices. 

 

KEY STAKEHOLDERS AND PROJECTED IMPACTS: 

The key stakeholders are identified as the public and the City of San Diego. Residents in the area 

will encounter inconvenience during construction. After completion, residents will experience 

improved reliability of the sewer system.
