STAFF RECOMMENDATION: Authorize the reprogramming of CDBG funds.

SUMMARY:- This action will reprogram CDBG funds for Council Districts 1,3,4,6,7 and 8.
All Council District CDBG transfers iisted in Attachment A are reprogrammed at the request of
the respective Council member from each district. Some changes are the result of cancelled
projects, project savings, projects that are not yet ready for funding or a change in priorities.
Attachment B provides CDBG reserve balances once this council action has passed.

FISCAL CONSIDERATIONS: There is no impact to the General Fund frorﬁ this action. Funds
are available from the Community Development Block Grant Program.

FR.EVIOUS COUNCIL, and/or COMMITTEE ACTION: FY 2007 CDBG Allocations and
Reprogramming; Council Actions: May 8, 2006, October 24, 2006 and February 6, 2007.

COMMUNITY PARTICIPATION AND PUBLIC OUTREACH EFFORTS: This
reprogramming of CDBG funds was noticed in the San Diego Union Tribune newspaper on
Monday, February 26, 2007.

PUBLIC COMMENT

Regarding the fransfer of funds in District 7 from “Fox Canyon Neighborhood Assn,
Euclid Ave Traffic /Capacity Study” to "Fox Canyon Neighborhood Assn, Neighborhood
Visioning Project”.

I would like to request that before this funding is moved, the following issues are
considered.

The application form for the CDBG funding is for a Neighborhood Vision Plan. However,
the project description gives no definition of what it considers 'neighborhood’, The Fox
Canyoen neighborhood (FCN) is clearly defined in the Mid-City Communities Pian (Page
15, Figure 5). However, the Fox Canyon Neighborhood Association (FCNA) has made
official claims before Council that it can determine what it wants its boundaries to be -
without respect to the surrounding communities. Also, the FCNA has applied for, and
received, CDBG funding which has been used to install "Fox Canyon” signs in the
Cholias Creek Neighlborhood. This lack of specificity in the definition of neighborhood
could lead to the funding being used to develop a plan for low-income residents who
are not in the specified area, and not included in the outreach. Section 570.204
requires that the area be “designaied in ...a local documents as a neighborhood”. The
current application should be re-worked to clearly identify the area to be covered as
that described in the Community Plan.

The FCNA has no authority to apply for funding to creaie a plan for the Chollas Creek
neighborhood without their concurrence. The impact of one neighborhood deciding
the future of another area without any input could be extremely detrimental.

The project discriminates against many of the lower-income residents of the area by
specifying that the Advisory Committee will consist of “Fox Canyon residents only”. The
project specifically discusses the "Ontario Avenue street connection” which is in the
Chollas Creek Nelghborhood. In the latest FCNA newsleiter, a statement was made
regarding such funding. “Many residenis have called inquiring about these. Let it be
known that being so open with our disclosures could hurt us at the end with the success
of our grant gpplications”. It would seem that it is now the policy of the FCNA not to
discuss thelr funding, even with their own residents.
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Also, the project gives no indication of the community outreach it will perform. As the
document is now writien, this plan will be written by a few chosen members of the
community, and will not reflect the needs of the community in general. Community
outreach to all the affected residents is essential, and should be fully described in the
report. Additionally, since ihe decisions to be made (fraffic circulation, park amenities)
are all community in nature, the project should be led by the City Heights Area Planning
Committee. That would ensure that all of the residents are included In the planning.

Since the area to be served is part of the Crossroads Redevelopment Areq, it would
seem that a neighborhood redevelopment plan would be best funded by that entfity.
At the very least, the final document should be required to pass through that Agency.

This plan would be superfluous and redundant. The area already has numerous such
documents that were created with input from the residents, and approved by Council.
They include the Euclid Avenue Revitdlization Action Plan, the Fox Canyon Parks Sub-
Committee Report, the Chollas Creek Enhancement Plan, and the Crossroads
Redevelopment Plan. CDBG funding should not be granted to negate these
documents because a very small group is not happy with their vision,

Creating a vision plan is not a ‘basic eligible activity” of CDBG law. The specific
activities by a CBDO (670.204(a)(1)) are restricted to projects of sufficient size and
scope to have animpaoact on blight. Because of the numerous plans aiready in piace
that do the same thing, the outcome of this project will be negligible. In fact, it will
serve more to distress the residents than bring them together. There is no provision in
the CDBG for funding a project that will undermine other resident-created, council-
approved plans. o

If the FCNA wants to be funded for a project within ifs own boundaries, that is one thing.
But once again, the FCNA is taking CDBG funding to further its own cursory desires at
the expense of ifs surrounding, much lower-income, neighbors. It creates a project that
will negatively affect the neighboring residents and then places a very specific
provision in the application that those neighbors be banned from the decision-making.

CDBG funding is not a slush fund for a back-room deal to provide for documents to
undermine the will of the populace - and it should never be used as such.
