This fetier is in regards (o information presenied by Allard Jarisen ai u
community meeting on November 1, 2007.

. We take issue with the size of this project. 4 52,000 sq. ft. 3-story building
does nor coincide with the unique small-town architecture of Kensington.
The project should be scaled back 1o a 2-story structure consisting of much
needed residential units and small retail shops conszslent with the present

structures along Adams Avenue.

We also take issue with the traffic this project is projecied to generate.

A City traffic study of Adams Avenue conducted in 2007 reveuled 17,125
vehicles per day from I-15 to Kensington Drive, and 14,170 vehicles per day
from Kensington Drive fo Marlborough. The capacity for Adams Avenue is
10,000 vehicles. Clearly, the present traffic Jigures far exceed the 10,000
vehicle capacity. It is projected that this project will generate an
additional 2,479 vehicles on Adams Avenue.

The proposed changes 1o Adams Avenue and the addition of a traffic signal
at Kensington Drive will not mitigate the increasc in traffic. Presently,
vehicles arve backed up from 1-15 10 Biona during peak morning hours.

Mr Jansen originally told the community that the alley behind this project
Woulda be one-way jrom parfburough o Bugewdre Road, 1le ytuced o

November 1st that the alley would have two-way wraffic.  This will add 10
the traffic congestion in the 4700 block of Marlhorough., We support the
original proposal of one-way traffic with the vehicles exiting on Edgeware
Road and a traffic signal installed at Adums and Edgeware. :
Moiorists exiting Edgeware will have a difficult time making a lefi turn onto
Adams during peak hours without a trgffic signal. '

We are opposed to the addition of a left-turn lane and two bike lanes on
Adams from I-15 to Van Dyke Avenue. The width of Adams is insufficient 1o
accommodate these changes. Also, there are several residential properties
whose driveways. front Adams Avenue from Biona to Van Dyke. The
propaosed changes will make it di ﬁ" cult for residents to safely. exit their
driveways.

The one issue that was not addressed is the increased traffi ¢ this project will
generate for Aldine Drive. Aldine Drive is very narrow and has two blind -
curves. The present vehicle count far exceeds ity capacity. Additional
development in Kensington will have an adverse impact on Aldine.

We hope you will require Mr. Junsen io scale back this project 1o meert the
architectural designs of existing structures along Adams Avenue and lessen
the impact on the present traffic. congestion. :

As residents living throughout Kensington, we wish to express our primary concerns
regarding the proposed development of "Kensington Terrace" on Adams Avenue between

Marlborough Street and Edgeware Road.

First, please realize that the majority of residents signed below just recently became
fully aware of the details of this project. As word has spreazd that the project received a
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unanimous vote of approval by the Kensington -Talmadge Planning Group, and that the
Planning Commission would be voting on it on November Bth, residents became fully aware of

the extent to which "noticing" had not occurred. Apparently, our concerns were brought to
Allard Jansen's attention, and he provided a presentation for residents on November 1lst.

Consequently, our goal in writing this letter te the Commission is to ensure that our
opinion, as residents of the Kensington community, is sufficiently considered by you in
your review of the application for the "Kensington Terrace" planned development permit as
specified above. And while we look forward to improvements to our community and see the
need specifically for development along the stretch of Adams Avenue between Marlborough
and Edgeware, we strongly feel that because there has not been adeguate notification to
residents we have not had a sufficient opportunity for comment on it, and so we strongly
urge the Planning Commission to DISAPPROVE the project or delay your vote for 60 days. The
unanimous vote of approval by the Kensington -Talmadge Planning Group does not represent
consensus and is not the product of collaboration among the larger Kensington community.

Most importantly, we feel that the increased need for parking and additional traffic on
our streets would fundamentally alter the fact that Kensington is a historic residential
community augmented by a small-scale, walking commercial district. As homeowners and
residents in Kensington, we have invested in a unique community and we have intentionally
chosen to live in a place where we can walk to coffee shops, restaurants, and the park and
greet people we know along the way. We do not want to be cut off from this kind of
lifestyle by a great increase in commercial traffic being funneled through Kensington to
get to a bank, a large market, or an office. :

Secondly, we feel that the residential streets closest to Adams Avenue are already
congested encugh. Non-resident cars that currently park along Kensington Drive,
_Marlborough Avenue, and Edgeware Road within 1-2 blocks of Adams Avenue already cause
unsafe congestion. How will traffic entering and exiting the new complex be handled by
Marliborough and Edgeware which are already excessively congested? These residential roads
are not wide enough to handle the current parking load that overflows from the Adams Ave.
commercial businesses into the residential streets. Currently, with cars parked on both
sides of these streets it is necessary for the 2-way traffic to stop-and-go to allow one
side of traffic to go at a time. The proposed new development for Adams Ave. will add to
this already unsafe traffic/parking conditicn. We feel the current plans for the
"Kensington Terrace" commercial development should not be supported at the expense of the
integrity of our residential roads.

Finally, the height limits are in place for a reason and we see no reason for a height
deviation to be granted for even a portion of the project. Furthermore, taking into
consideration the existing character of the Kensington Village, it is unconscioconable to
many that there could be a 3-story building that extends for an entire block dominating
the very heart of it. This developer has already built the tallest complex in Kensington,
must his commercial aspirations be allowed to change the very nature of what Kensington
ig?

The residents signed below appreciate your consideration of this letter and urge you to
NOT APPROVE this project or delay your vote for 60 days.

| wish to voice my opposition to this planned de\_/elopmént. Please consider these
following points while making your decision.

1. The vehicular congestion on Adams Avenue during peak times in the mornings
and from 3:00 pm to 6:00 pm Is intense. Vehicles, during these time frames are
already bumper to bumper the entire length of Adams Avenue, from lowa Street
to Aldine Drive - 16 blocks to the west and 6 blocks to the east!.

2. The affected streets; Kensington and Marlborough Drives and Edgeware
Road are already overburdened. These are narrow residential streets
~designed for vehicles as existed in the 1920s and are too narrow for the
present SUVs, large pick-up trucks and delivery trucks.

3. This developer's existing structure housing Starbucks, three businesses and
condos at the same intersection has already created a huge parking problem
as well as congestion from delivery trucks having to double park in order to
unioad.

4, Adding bicycle lanes to bbth sides of Adams Avenue would only exacerbate
this problem. . '

5. A structure of this magnitude will destroy what remains of our small town ‘historic
residential community, as it did in Little Italy, where nothing is Ieft except
restaurants and condos and intolerabie traffic.

6. Adding a traffic signal at Kensington Drive and Adams Avenue wolild back up
' traffic so that it would be almost impossible to enter onto Adams Avenue from
the many feeder side streets, practically trapping the residents from leaving.

A maye is Underway to have Kensington declared an Historic District. The
Zaditton of this commercial structure would negatively impact this project and,
for all time, destroy the existing neighborhood peace and quiet.

The present gas station is very much needed by the community. If this last
remaining station is forced out, Kensington residents will have to drive
several miles down Adams Avenue or to Ef Cajon Boulevard to obtain gas or
services, therefore adding more vehicular trips and adding to the congestion.

An underground parking garage having 115 spaces, with cars entering and
leaving all day, would add unacceptable traffic congestion, pollution and air-
borne dirt problems to the neighborhood. ‘

During the two years or longer required to develop this property, it would be
necessary to close off, or restrict the use of both Marlborough Avenue and
Edgeware Drive. This would direct all traffic onto Kensington and Biona

Drives. At times these streets are already backed up a block with drivers trying
- to get onto Adams Avenue. These narrow streets would become jammed.

The use, for two years or longer, of heavy construction equipment, such as bull
dozers, ready-mix cement trucks, one ton pick-up trucks, etc., would destroy the
surrounding streets, causing the city, already financially strapped, to rebuiid
these streets and further adding to the detours and street closures.

There is simply no justification for this type of immense commoercial structure to
be located in a small residential area of the city that consists mainly of million
and multi-million dollar homes.

If a traffic survey was indeed performed by the City Engineer’s office it was
flawed and not thorough.

A developer should not be allowad to come into a community, erect structures, take his
profits and leave the residents to deal with the increased traffic problems, noise and
congestion. Especially when there is no demonstrated need for such a commercial

complex.

I, Dr
Julian H. Wulbern., a resident of the community of Kensington, am requesting the Mayor of
San Diego to move the Planning Commission's Committee hearing with respect to project
$#105244 (Kensington Terrace) to at least 60 days from the original hearing date of
November 8, 2007. I strongly believe that our community, which is just becoming aware of
this project's scope and impact, needs further time to evaluate the changes proposed and
get our questions answered. Additionally this extension will provide sufficient notice and
a reasonable time for the community to provide comments and recommendations to the
Planning Commission regarding the current proposed plan.

I am particularly concerned because, as a 79 year old disabled person (I am an amputee},
the removal of all on-street parking spaces between

I-15 and Van Dyke Ave. will result in the removal of the four handicapped parking spaces
on Adams which enable me to make my daily wvisits to the Kensington - Normal Heights branch
of the San Diego Public Library, a branch which serves a significant number of handicapped
and elderly patrons. I am also disturbed because the widening of the traffic lanes on
Adams resulting from the removal of parking spaces will surely cause increased traffic
.speeds, endangering the many families with small children who use the small playground at
the library site. In addition, the side streets in the area are already so .narrow that
they are unsafe for two-way traffic: generally, when cars are parked on both sides of
these streets, when two cars approach in oppesite directions, one must yield to the other.
Where will cars of existing businesses on Adams be able to park to carry out their errands
there? How can this proposed "solution” be construed to be fair to long established and
popular establishments on Adams?

In short, I fail to see the benefit to the established community of Kensington which will
result from this proposal that would justify the impact on .traffic and safety that would
surely result. As a resident of our community yourself, I would hope that you would be
sensitive to these concerns.

I have been generally familiar with the project during the 2+ vears that it has been
moving through the established approval process and I was present at a Community
presentation last Thursday night at which the Developer (once again}) presented his plans
and addressed community concerns.

I support the project as proposed as well as the mitigation measures recommended by the
City Engineer. I think the applicant has complied with the process, has provided
opportunity for comment and reccommendations (through the local planning group process) and
has a project that will bring benefit to the community.

Dear Mayor Sanders:

I am writing this email to request that in your rele as mayor, you grant a 60-day
postponement of the Planning Commission Committee Hearing that is scheduled to take final
action on the proposed Kensington Terrace Development Project (#105244) this coming
Thursday, November 8, 2007.

Last Thursday, November 1, 2007, well over 100 Kensington residents, myself included,
convened at the Kensington Community Church to hear a presentation by Allard Jensen. the
developer of the project. Residents had been notified of this meeting only a few days in
advance. Most knew of it because their homes had been leafletted. That so many Kensington
residents attended the Thursday meeting despite the last-minute notice suggests that
interest in this project is large, and that.cconcerns about this proposed development are
many and widespread. Indeed, at last Thursday's meeting, many Kensington residents
expressed frustration that they had only just become aware of this project. Although a
minority in the audience spoke in favor of the project as is, most residents were outraged
that prior to the Thursday meeting, no sericus efforts at community outreach had been made
on the part of the Ken-Tal Planning Committee--or the developer himself--to notify
residents in a timely manner about the propesed development. The Ken-Tal group and the
developer himself may have followed the letter of the law; the board and Mr. Jensen
certainly did not follow its spirit. . ’

I am one of many residents who believes a development project of some sort at this
location on Adams Ave., possibly along the lines of Mr. Jensen's project, is desirable.
However, I, like most of my neighbors, feel that the manner in which this project has been
greenlighted, with minimal community involvement, is unethical. The sheer size of the
proposed project--in a community that calls itself a "village"--is cause alone for

concern.

The City of San Diego has, in this instance, badly failed the Kensington community, where
you yourself have long resided and where I have lived since 1995. The City has not
adequately informed the majority of Kensington residents about this project, More
specifically, the City has failed to address major concerns about parking and traffic
issues, about public safety and the environmental impact of the Kensington Terrace
Development Project.

For this and other reasons I am requesting that you as mayor move immediately to postpone
the November B hearing. Only now are most residents in Kensington becoming aware of thie
project's scope and impact. Most neighbors I know would be grateful for more time to study
this proposed development so that they could have a chance to determine which questions to
ask with the aim of influencing the final shape of this project in a manner that reflects
the community's sentiment.

A 60-day continuance is little to ask. I am confident that I speak for many Kensington

residents when I say that I myself would benefit by having a little more time to inform

myself about this project. As someone who lives only three doors north of the project, I
34
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am one resident who will be immediately affected by whatever project is built at this
location.

For example, when | e-mailed my concerns about the proposal in October, | was told that a new notice of
the next Pianning Commission meeting would be sent out on October 24. My husband and | never
received official notice about the new hearing. | have since learned that notices were sent to residents
within a small radius of the project, but not to those of us who are residents beyond this radius, even

though we were told notice would be sent.

Another example is that the information about the proposal on the internet is difficult to access and
impossible to read. For example, the 100+ page traffic study is not something that a concerned citizen can
understand without expert assistance. We are extremely concerned about the impact of this proposal on
traffic. Something other than vague promises of mitigation should be provided. Specifics as to what will
happen to traffic on Adams Avenue must be addressed now, and not left to the vagaries of the future.

A third example is that the "minutes” of the KenTal Planning Committee -- which has apparently given its
approval to this proposal -- are not available at all on the refevant website.

A project this large - which has significant commercial square footage but does not contain even a basic
requirement for conditional use permits for the number or type of commercial tenants - is bound to have a
significant effect on our small and geographically contained community.

Residents had been notified of this meeting only a few days in advance. Most knew of it because their
homes had been leafletted. That so many Kensington residents attended the Thursday meeting despite
the last-minute notice suggests that interest in this project is large, and that concerns about this proposed
development are many and widespread. Indeed, at last Thursday's meeting, many Kensington residents
expressed frustration that they had only just become aware of this project. Although a minority in the
audience spoke in favor of the project as is, most residents were outraged that prior to the Thursday
meeting, no serious efforts at community outreach had been made on the part of the Ken-Tal Planning
Committee--or the developer himself--to notify residents in a timely manner about the proposed
development. The Ken-Tal group and the developer himself may have followed the letter of the law; the
board and Mr. Jensen certainly did not follow its spirit.

| am one of many residents who believes a development project of some sort at this location on Adams
Ave., possibly along the lines of Mr. Jensen's project, is desirable. However, |, like most of my neighbors,
feel that the manner in which this project has been greenlighted, with minimal community involvement, is
unethical. The sheer size of the proposed project--in a community that calls itself a "village"—is cause
alone for concern.

The City of San Diego has, in this instance, badly failed the Kensington community, where you yourself
have iong resided and where | have lived since 1995. The City has not adequately informed the majority of
Kensington residents about this project, More specifically, the City has failed to address major concerns
about parking and traffic issues, about public safety and the environmental impact of the Kensington

Terrace Development Project.

For this and other reasons | am requesting that you as mayor move immediately to postpohe the
November 8 hearing. Only now are most residents in Kensington becoming aware of thie project's scope
and impact. Most neighbors | know would be grateful for more time to study this proposed development so
that they couid have a chance {o determine which questions to ask with the aim of influencing the final
shape of this project in a manner that reflects the community's sentiment. . '

A B80-day continuance is little to ask. | am confident that | speak for many Kensington residents when | say
that | myself would benefit by having a little more time to inform myself about this project. As someone
who lives only three doors north of the project, | am one resident who will be immediately affected by
whatever project is built at this location. '

| thank you for your consideration and look forward to hearing your response to my request.

Somehow, with little or no notice to the community, it has
turned into a major project that will forever change the village character of Kensington. | have lived in
Kensington for over 15 years, on Canterbury Drive, the same street as Mayor Sanders and

Congresswoman Susan Davis.

Although | try to keep current on community developments, the first time that | heard about the new scope
of the development project was a recent flyer indicating the October 18 hearing was the "last opportunity”
to be heard about this project. This appears to be a “stealth” effort by a developer to significantly alter not
just that particular corner, but all of Adams Ave. | strongly urge the Planning Commission to require
detailed information to be provided to Kensington residents BEFORE voting on this proposal.

One major problem | have with the proposal is the request to modify traffic flow on Adams Avenue. This is
a small neighborhood, with only two main access roads {Marlborough and Kensington Drive) to our
homes. This proposal would seriously alter those points of access. | drive this route multipie times every
day. Adding a stoplight, bike fanes, a single turn lane, and other changes will have a very negative impact
on neighborhood traffic. '

Another major objection is to the proposed parking changes. While the precise details have not been
timely circulated to affected residents , it now appears that the proposal would eliminate parking on Adams
Avenue. This will affect the use of the library and the park and the local businesses (especially the
restaurants and the character of our neighborhood. There is not enough parking as it is. Every new
business that has opened has added to this problem. Eliminating street parking will magnify this problem.
Adding paid commercial parking is not a solution for those of us who live here. It is certainly not a solution

maximum.

The purpose of this letter is to express concerns over the pending hearing for the Kensington Terrace
Project, Project No. 105244 set for the Planning Commission on November 8, 2007. | am requesting the
hearing be postponed until the community has sufficient time to review and comment on the proposed

mitigated negative declaration.

I am a homeowner and resident of Kensington. | have only recently become aware of the project - not
through notice from the City but from fellow neighbors. [ am deeply concerned that the environmental
process has not been followed pursuant to CEQA. In particular, it does not appear that proper public
notice and review was given.

| am not interested in 'preventing development at the subject site. However, |, and countless others in
Kensington, would like an opportunity to review the mitigated negative declaration (hereinafter "MND") and
offer comments regarding the significant environmental impacts and the proposed mitigation.[1]

As | am sure you are aware, "public participation is an essential part of the CEQA process." CEQA
guideiines 15201. A very large number of Kensington residents are completely shocked that they were
not informed of this project. The community feels it did not have an oppertunity to comment on it -
particularly in an educated fashion - once it learned about the size and scope of the project..
"Environmental review derives its vitality from public participation." Ocean View Estates Homeowners
Assn, Inc. v. Montecito Water District, (2004) 116 Cal.App.4th 396, 400.

"Public review permits accountability and informed self-government.. Public review ensures that
appropriate alternatives and mitigation measures are considered, and permits and input from agencies -
with expertise... Thus, public review provides the dual purpose of bolstering the public's confidence in the
agency's decision and providing the agency with information from a variety of experts and sources."

Schoen v. Department of Forestry &Fire Protection, {1997) 58 Cal.App.4th 556, 573-574.

Who better to understand the community and regional character than the homeowners and residents of
Kensington. Environmental review is supposed to involve the public in a recognition that, "comments are
most helpful when they suggest additional specific alternatives or mitigation measures that would provide
better ways to avoid or mitigate significant envirenmental impacis." Guide to CEQA, 11th Ed. Remy,
Thomas, Moose & Manley at p. 349.

This was not dene. Once a lead agency (in this case the City of San Diego} determines that it will proceed
with a MND, it must provide members of the public and specified agencies with notice of its intention to
proceed to adopt the MND. Pub. Res. Code 21092(a)(b}; CEQA guidelines 15072.[2]

In the Plaggmier v. City of San Jose, (1st Dis. 1980} 101 Cal.App. 3d 842, 853-856, the Court emphasized
the importance of providing members of the public with an adequate opportunity to protest the conclusions

of a proposed MND., .
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In the instant case, the City admits it did not even provide the minimurn 20 days notice. See "Responses
to Comments, unnumbered paragraph, “[t]he document was available for a 20-day public review period
from September 7, 2007 to September 26, 2007". That is not 20 days.

it would seem the City should be interested in receiving informed comments from the residents of
Kensington. This is a neighborhood made up of famifies and longtime residents. The residents are
interested in working with the City and the Developer to encourage a project that enhances the community -
while at the same time protects the environmental resources that are unique to Kensington. The only way
to do that is to include the community in the environmental process. This has not been done. [3]

It seems that the "scoping" for notice of the proposed project was very iimited. My understandihg is it may
have heen limited to as little as 300 feet from the project. In a geographically isolated and almost
exclusively residential neighborhood, 300 feet wouid seem clearly insufficient to capture the “impact area".

Dear Planning Commission:

I am a Kensington resident. I request a postponement of vour scheduled November 8 vote on
the Kensington Terrace proposal.

I previously contacted you in October, right before the last scheduled vote. I was
grateful that the October 18 wvote was postponed.

Since then, there has been a groundswell ¢f community concern about to the Kensington
Terrace proposal. As the residents of our community have learned of the proposal for the
first time - largely through an informal network of concerned residents - the concern
about the stealth nature of this proposal have been overwhelming. Whether residents

" support it or oppose it, it should be incumbent on the City (through the Planning
Commission) to provide a meaningful opportunity to learn about the project and voice
concerns. . :

The many neighbors I have personally contacted during the past two weeks ére_all uniformly
opposed to the Planning Commission vote on this proposal without allowing sufficient time
to learn about the proposal In its current form, and to provide citizen input.

I am very concerned that the city has let us down by not providing adequate information
about this proposal, or sufficient time for true community input.

For example, when I e-mailed my concerns about the proposal in October, I was told that a
new notice of the next Planning Commission meeting would be sent out on Octcber 24. My
husband and I never received cofficial notice about the new hearing. I have since learned
that notices were sent to residents within a small radius of the project, but not to those
of us who are residents beyond this radius, even though we were told notice would be sent.

Another example is that the information about the proposal on the internet is difficult to
access and impcssible to read. For example, the 100+ page traffic study is not something
that a concerned citizen can understand without expert assistance. We are extremely
concerned about the impact of this proposal on traffic. Something other than vague
promises of mitigation should be provided. Specifics as toc what will happen to traffic on
Adams Avenue must be addressed now, and not left to the vagaries of the future.

A third example is that the "minutes" of the KenTal Planning Committee -~ which has
apparently given its approval to this proposal -- are not available at all on the relevant
. website.

A project this large - which has significant commercial square footage but does not
contain even a basic reguirement for conditional use permits for the number or type of
commercial tenants - is bound to have a significant effect on our small and geographically

contained community.

The majority of affected residents have NOT been notified about this project. The
community is demanding that it have input into changes on Adams Avenue be considered

I wanted to let you know that I am opposed to the current propesal for new construction on
Adams Avenue between Marlborough and Edgeware {(the Kensington Terrace project}. I hope
that you will vote against it on November 8th., At a minimum, I believe that the matter
should be postponed in order to give the community residents more information and a chance
to meaningfully participate in the decision-making process.

I am requesting that the Planning Commission's Committee hearing with respect to project #
105244 (Kensington Terrace) be postponed at least 60 days from the current hearing date of
November &, 2007. I strongly believe that our community, which is just becoming aware of
this project's scope and impact, needs further time to evaluate the changes proposed and
get our questions answered. This extension will provide sufficient notice and a reasonable
timeframe for the community to provide comments and recommendations to the Planning

Commission regarding the current proposed plan.

The project as originally proposed, with low cost housing and no street and minimal
neighborhood traffic impacts or changes, was far less objecticnable. Somehow, with little
or no notice to the community, it has turned intoc a major project that will forever change
the village character of Kensington. I have lived in Kensington for over 15 years, on
Canterbury Drive, the same street as Mayor Sanders and Congresswoman Susan Davis.

Although I try te keep current on community developments, the first time that I heard
about the new scope of the development project was a recent flyer indicating the October
18 hearing was the "last opportunity" to be heard about this project. This appears to be a
"stealth" effort by a developer to significantly alter not just that particular corner,
but all of Adams Ave. I strongly urge the Planning Commission to reqguire detailed
information to be provided to Kensington residents BEFORE voting on this proposal.

One major problem I have with the proposal is the reguest to modify traffic flow on Adams
Avenue. This is a small neighborhood, with only two main access roads (Marlborough and
Kensington Drive) to our homes. This proposal would seriously alter those points of
access. I drive this route multiple times every day. Adding a stoplight, bike lanes, a
single turn lane and other changes will have a very negative impact on neighborhood

traffic.

Another major objection is to the proposed parking changes. While the precise details
have not been timely circulated to affected residents , it now appears that the propcsal
would eliminate parking on Adams Avenue. This will affect the use of the library and the
park and the local businesses (especially the restaurants and the character of our
neighborhood. There is not enough parking as it is. Every new business that has opened has
added to this problem. Eliminating street parking will magnify this problem. Adding paid
commercial parking is not a solution for those of us whe live here. It is certainly not a
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solution for the businesses that depend on ocur patronage.
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If early morning commute traffic flow to the I-15 is perceived as a problem, actual
enforcement of the current 6 a.m te § a.m. parking ban would solve the problem.

Another problem that I have is to the complete lack of any control over what businesses
will be located in the project. As I understand it, because there is no conditional use
permit involved, we could end up with a Jack-in-the-Beox and a Kentucky Fried Chicken
outlet there. Any project approval should specify what types of businesses will be located

in the project.

My last objection is to the height variance. Just because one was granted does not mean
another should be. This is a neighborhood of single family homes and a few apartments. Two
stories should be the maximum.

Due to my work schedule, I am unable tec attend the hearing. I urge you to either postpone
the hearing or simply reject this current proposal.

We urge you to give this historic neighborhood a chance to become involved in a project
that could literally change the face of the neighborhood and will, undoubtedly, set the
tone for future development to come. While many different points were raised at last
Thursday night's meeting, three points are of utmost importance to me:

My husband and I both feel that 3 stories is simply overpowering to Adams Avenue. We'd
like development to happen and agree that what we have now is an eyesore, but we'd like
development in keeping with the rest of the street, more like the redevelopment that has
happened in South Park versus Hillcrest. We are paving the way for future development on
Adams now and would like to encourage a more quaint restoration, in keeping with
historical feel of neighborhood, versus the very dense and large scale ¢of what is
proposed. I think with some cooperation between developer and residents this really can
still happen. If you drive South Park and then Hillcrest I think you'll very clearly see

the difference in the results there.

The parking issues for Edgeware and Marlborough are of cconcern and while we appreciate
that the developer is putting in parking, which is a good and necessary move, we'd like to
see better protection for the regidents of those streets, i.e. residential parking
stickers for them with developer paying for street signage reserving those areas for
people with parking stickers. The problem we foresee with underground validated parking
is people will choose the street parking first. We don't live on either of these streets
(we are on Norfolk Terrace) but out of respect for our neighbors I think this should be

thought through.

Additionally the alley behind the gas staticn will be a very busy 2 way street and stop
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signs shou &‘géuﬁianned for these intersections, otherwise people (and children) walking
up te the park and the library will still be competing with motorists to cross just as
they were with gas station traffic. We would like to be proactive in the planning for
these intersections, safeguarding pedestrians now, not after the fact.

In summary, my husband and I aren't trying to stop this development we are just requesting
some time to try to work with Ken-Tal and the developer to bring in more of the
community's feedback now that more people are Iin the loop. I think that is reascnable and
I'd love to see a develcpment go in that the vast majority of residents are happy to
support so we can bring in businesses that will serve the community and be successful in
our neighborhood with residents ready to freguent their establishments.

Dear Mr. Stricker,

I've lived in Kensington for the past two years since moving to San Diego. I rent a
51ng1e-Lam11y home a half block south of Adams on Kensington Dr. I am looking for a home

to purchase 1n the neighborhood.

I was attracted to Kensington because of the village-like atmosphere. The homes are
charming and generally well cared for, the business district is just the right size for
what is really a very small neighberhood. At times, I find traffic congestion to be a
problem: there is only really one suitable way in or out of the neighborhood along Adams,
although I am aware people use the north/south streets to go toward El Cajon or they use
Aldine to the east. During peak periocds, it's very difficult to make a left turn on to
Adams from Kensington. Often, I use an alley to traverse over to Marlborough, which has a

traffic light.

I was interested in the project that is proposed for the lots on Adams between Marlborough
and Edgeware for a couple of reasons: 1) The elimination of the gas station and 2) the
size of the project. A gas station, while never a glamocrous business to have in one's
neighborhood, is an essential service. Since moving from the Bay Area, I have been

surprised by what seems toc be 2 complete lack cof fueling statione in many of the
neighborhoods of San Diego. 1In a c1ty so heavily dependent on cars, I cften feel I am
driving out of my way to fuel my car. When that particular station closes, I will be
required to travel down to El Cajon or down Adams toward the station near 805 (or fuel

near my work in Mira Mesa, which also lacks convenient fueling stations).

While I can appreciate that a fueling station may not be the best use of the particular
lot, it brings me to my second peint. The size of the anticipated project is completely
out of character for the neighborhoed, both in its scope and the types of businesses it
anticipates. There is no need for a supermarket in Kensington. Von's exists right across
the 15, along with a Riteé Aid. Clem's provides some essentials and is an easy walk.
Kensington is appreciated because it is a small, relatively quiet neighborhood with a
business district that is "right sized." We have enough restaurants and other services
and entertainment relative to the number of residents. This is not a growth neighborhood.
It's mostly single family homes and unless those homes are torn down, there is not a lot
of room to put up multi-family dwellings. We already get our fair share of visitors from
other neighborhoods that appreciate the restaurants, the theater, the Kensington Club, the
coffehouses and other businesses. Most of the other businesses along Adams are single-
story structures. A three story structure a block large does not belong in Kensington.

The traffic anticipated by this project will also create havoc on the neighborhood's
streets. Marlborough is a residential street and cannot handle the capacity of traffic.
The light at Adams and Marlborough already often causes traffic to back up in all

directions.

While a new structure on that particular block, with new retail and/or office and scme
residential may be desirable, the project should be reguired to fit into the character of
the existing neighborhood, rather than the other way around. I would request that that
project be scaled back considerably.

I received a flier with info as to what the plan is for Adams Avenue in Kensington. I
think this plan is obscene and does not f£it with the Kensington area style. We do not
need an 8000 sgquare foot supermarket. Within 5-10 minutes on surface streets there are
two Vons, I believe now two Albertsons, a Ralphs, Wholefeoods and Henry's. Not to mention
the number of mini markets that are in the area.

T am alse concern with the limited parking for this plan. I have lived on Kensington

drive for ten years and have seen too many problems with parking. Too many problems with
drunk people that the police ignore and too many speeders driving down this street. When
I bought my property, I felt as i1f I was moving into a neighborhood that had a small town
feel. People knew one another, the town was quiet, I felt safe. This year alone, I know I
have had to contact the police on multiple occasions for noisey drunks and people using ‘
drugs. One Saturday night, I witness a woman in her car right in front of my home light a
crack pipe at least four times, then cbserved the police not even bother to get her oub of
the car to check for drugs. I have called the police for drunks being disorderly on this
street after hours only for them to claim they were by, yet the problems did not ceace.

- I have heard that the pclice are not staffed to handle these problems anymore and I feel
until police can be fully staffed and deal with "nuisance" problems, such as drugs and

drunks the plan just should not be allowed.

This plan will also strip away the unigueness of the Kensington arez-making it more like
Normals Heights/Mission Valley. The traffic problems will only get worst..sc no matter
how quaint the outside of the building may appear, Kensington will lose its

quaintness..who would want to spend time in the park or have coffee or eat outdoors with
the mass of traffic going through non-stop. Where you can not hear what anyone is saying

What a nightmare.

Please, I am asking you to seriously reconsider this "plan"..at least have enough parking
available for  the patrons on that lot and not-fill out the residential areas with anymore
cars.

Dear Mr. Stricker,

I am urging you to VOTE NO on the application for a building permit and variance for the
proposed "Kensington Terrace" project at the corners of Adams Avenue and Marlborough. The
project is far too large for the cozy community atmosphere that Kensington residents
currently enjoy, and threatens to alter a neighborhood quality that has been built over
many years.

The impact on traffic and parking will be substantial and is not adegquately allowed for in
the plan. Of the 112 underground parking spaces in the building, approximately 20 are
planned for use by the general public. This number is at the complete discretion of the
developer and could be easily be reduced or eliminated. The neighborhood will also lose at
least five street parking spots with the proposed widening of Marlborough Avenue. The net
increase, if any, of parking spots is far below the demand that will be generated by nine
homes and over 32,000 square feet of business and office space. Additionally, the
developer plans to charge parking fees for the use of these few spaces. Paid parking is
for major business areas, not for family communities such as Kensington. And, paid parking
will only discourage people from using the spaces forcing more congestion inte the
neighberhood. ’ : .

Kensington neighborhood businesses are currently comprised primarily of one-story
buildings as are most along the entirety of Adams Avenue. The proposed Kensington Terrace
project at three stories is clearly inappropriate for the neighborhood and seems
inconsistent with the San Diego Planning Department's Mid-City Plan which strives to allow
neighborhoods to maintain their unigque identity and cultivate an environment for family
living. If allowed, this building will irrevocably change the warm and welcoming character
of Kensington, and the asscciated congestion will make it more difficult, and dangerous,
for families to enjoy the neighborhoed library and park. .

The developer and architect have stated that they need the building to be as large as it
is in order to justify the cost of the project. They need to charge for parking to defray
the tremendous cost of building an underground parking structure. If the requirement for
financial success comes at the price of substantially altering the character and quality
of the neighborhood to the detriment of some eight hundred families, then the viability of
the project must be seriously guestioned. '

Furthermore the developer has already demconstrated that he will go beyond what is approved
by the city to maximize his profits. The buildings on the Northwest corner of Marlborough
Drive and Adams Avenue were built by the same individual who, following the completion of
construction, added 6 to 10 feet to the building height to accommodate cell phone towers.

Many Kensington residents have come before the city for approval of plans to improve their
homes. We have had to withstand intense scrutiny so as not to unreasonably impose on our
neighbors or disturb the character of our homes and thus our neighborhood:. By no means
would a residential building project that posed such a dramatic impact. on the surrounding
community as Kensington Terrace be approved by the city of San Diego. Kensington Terrace
must be held to the same standards as the residents of Kensington to maintain the
personality of the community and the integrity cof the city. I urge you to deny the current
application for a height variance, and to work with the develcper and architect to reduce
the height of the building to no more than two stories, and to provide an adeguate amount
of 'FREE parking for the increased traffic that the structure will generate.

RE: Concerns regarding the proposed development at the Northeast corner of Marlborough
Drive/Adams Avenue in Kensington, scheduled for hearing on November 8th.

I am an Architect living and working in Kensington for over 20 years. Having worked on
over 70 projects in the neighborhood, I think that I have a good sense of what works and

does not work feor our community.

My concerns about this project:

1. The previous development, by this developer, at the Northwest corner of Marlborough
Drive/Adams Avenue was approved and construction completed, then, at a later date they
added 6 to 10 feet to the building height to accommodate cell phone towers. This
destroyed the street-side scale of the building. I suggest that no height variance be
given to this project and no cell phone towers should be allowed now or in the future.

2. The parking for the previcus development is totally inadequate, mostly due to the
Starbucks users who park illegally along both Adams and Marlborough (in red zones, in Dlue
zones and in driveways). Cars opening docors along Marlborough have been hit and due to
the narrow nature of the street, on-coming cars are forced into parked cars. I suggest
that the parking requirements for the new development include increased parking to make up
for the inadequate parking of the first development. I also suggest deleting only the
parking along the West side of Marlborough (Adams to the Alley). There should also be a
delivery truck area to the North of the development accessed only from the alley so that
Adams and Marlborough are not impacted. Trucks will park on the East side of Marlbhorough
if car parking spaces are not located there (these could be "15 minute”).

3. Unless this is just a rumor, the idea of a new traffic signal at Adams
Avenue/Kensington Drive is ridiculcus. We already have a massive traffic back up along
Adams due to the signal at the East end of the 15 bridge. 2Another signal will create
gridlock due to the additional backup. I suggest no new signal at Kensington Drive and
removing the ramp signal to North 15 to get trafflc flowing {the signal at the Bast end of
the brldge regulates the freeway traffic).

Please deny this developers' reguest until the height and parking issues can be addressed.

Dan, I am scheduled to meet with the developer tomorrow, so I will call yvou after that
meeting. I can tell you that the development remains THE tOplC of conversation in

Kensington.

It would appear that City representation at the Thurs meeting is needed to guage the level
of concern from the community. I can tell you that the extent of public noticing will be
a certain issue, as will be the changes contemplated on Adams.

From the FMND I received today, it would appear that NO OFFICIAL public outreach was done
since March 2006, and definately not since the project was redesigned in June 2007 and
hurried through KTPG approval the following month. Also, I do not see how the traffic
report and mitigation measures can capture the impact on the neighborhood. Just because
an intersection changes from a failing to passing LOS does not mean the impact as a whole
is remedied. This is a residential area and the development is encouraging significantly
more trips on ancilary residential streets. Additionally, the 3rd lane on Adams will
encourage mere pecple to circumvent the over crowded Mission Gorge to 15 connector and
speed through Kensington in an area adjacent to a park and library.

Ladies and Gentlemen,

Today I was brought into the fold on the neighborhood uprising regarding the Kensingtorn
Terrace (KT) project. BAs a real estate developer, one would certainly surmise that I am

pro-development, which is generally true.

" However, upon reviewing the XT project, I am guite surprised to find that the City and
Kensington-Talmadge Planning Committee approved this project with such little community
interaction, and only after performing a Mitigated Negative Declaration. This is
especially alarming given the seemingly obvious

significant impact on adams Ave, the adjacent streets and neighborhood as a whole.
As I'm sure you know, Kensington residents possess a strong sense of community

and pride, partially generated by cur bond cver a beautiful haven adjacent to a
challenging area (El Cajon Blvd) and a major interstate (I-15). By allowing

this project to proceed in it's present form, you jeopardize the charm, tranguility, and
above all, safety of this neighborhood. Additionally, Adams Ave could transform from a
pedestrian friendly street into a region serv1ng,

transient thoroughLare

Although I have not reviewed the materials board and/or finish selections, I am generally
impressed with the cverall architecture form of the facade.
However, feel that the program presents several risks toe the neighborhood which must be

brought to the attention of City officials:

1. Pérking. The project is significantly over-parked at 1 space per bedroom for the
residential and 2.1 per 1000 sf of commercial. This leads one to believe that the
developer is vying for regional serving retail and/or w1ll eventually combine all the

parking to serve a "big box" retailer or grocer.
Please note that the residential portion of the project has 2 units with 3 stalls (for a 2
bedroom with a bonus/media room), and three l-bedroom town homes with 2 spaces each., I

seldom see this amount of parking even in wvehicle
dependant suburban projects.
2. Adams Avenue Modifications. To even consider adding another lane of travel

and a traffic signal without conducting at least an Addendum to the EIR is quite
surprising. Especially given the pedestrian/neighborhood serving nature-

of Adams Avenue; the adjacency of a child dominated park and library; and the proximity to

the terminus of the commercial portion of Adams. Additionally, the plan of incorporating
a median and a class III bicycle facility pay little
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attention to the residential nature of this village. Werth noting, to my knowledge, the
public has not been afforded the opportunity to review and understand the plans for Adams
Ave. They are not posted on any web site or at

a community location, which should render the permit application and approval incomplete.

3. Traffic Impact on adjacent Streets. From the information I was able to obtain, the
impact on adjacent streets was not analyzed in sufficient detall in the MND, especially
given that the entrance to all parking is via & newly converted alleyway that is accessed
only by traversing on Edgeware and/or Marlborough. 2As a parent, I would be severely
concerned about the transient traffic and parking that will surely flow over to the
adjacent residential streets. .

Ih summary, I believe that the .project could be successfully developed in Ken51ngton, but

only following a concerted, open effort by the project team to

meet with and address the issues of the residents. Paramount should be maintaining the
pedestrian friendly nature of Adams Ave, and a reduction in the on-site parking as a means
of reducing the ADTs. Included in the approval

shouid be mechanisms {perhaps through a Conditicnal Use Permit) to ensure:

a. the individual office and retail tenant spaces have a maximum size restriction
consistent with a small, community serving businesses, b. certain types of commercial uses
and tenants are prohibited; ¢. annual monitoring of traffic and noise impacts (at the
developer's

expense) ;

d. residential parking will be deeded to and only used by the residences (this

will ensure the residential remains of a guality level on par with Kensington,
and parking counts for commercial remain true); and

e. investigate a resident permit parking pregram that would allow for
ticketing of non-residents on streets adjacent to the project.

With the issues expressed above, and the mounting community reaction that continues to
build, I strongly recommend pulling this project from the November 8th Planning Commission
hearing until the Kensington residents can be

heard.

While the prospect of a well-designed building at the North East corner of Adams and
Marlborough initially sounds like a positive enhancement for the neighborhood, I feel that
the KENSINGTCON TERRACE proposal currently under review will be far too overbearing for the
Kensington area. Three stories is too high for a community comprised of one and two story
homes, and will bring too much capacity to a neighborhood that wants to stay small and
comfortabie. I urge you to deny the petition of the developers as currently proposed due
to the devastating impact on traffic, parking, and community feel that it poses. I further
urge you to give the Kensingteon community sufficient time to voice opinions about this
project because despite the developer's claims that this project has been reviewed in
"public presentations" for the past two years, the residents of Kensingron are just
beginning to learn about it, having been kept in the dark until several weeks ago. This
project, if approved, will change Kensington dramatically and irrevocably. The residents
deserve sufficient time to voice their opinions.

My wife and I love San Diego and exploring its very distinct communities, each of which
has its own personality and character. We avoid downtown because parking is problematic
and expensive. We restrict our visits to Hillcrest for similar reasons. The proposed
changes to parking and the addition of paid parking in the vicinity of Adams Avenue would
substantially reduce the warm neighborhood feel that residents and visitors currently
enjoy. These changes would serve no cne but the developers of the KENSINGTON TERRACE
project. The parking capacity along Adams Avenue works well as it is right now. The
proposed changes, which would make parking considerably more difficult, would threaten the
small businesses and restaurants that currencly help to give our community its charm. If a
new building puts that much more stress on traffic, then it is too big for the
neighborhood. If a new building puts that much more stress on parking, then the building
footprint should accommodate the additional parking requirements. The underground parking
that is included in XENSINGTON TERRACE'S proposal should do just that. And that additicnal
parking should ke free, or those who patronize the shops and businesses will put
additional stress on the current parking to aveid paying for parking at the new building.
The Kensington community is flourishing with the recent addition of a restaurant and wine
bar. The current businesses are not putting undue pressure on the neighborhood traffic or
parking situation. KENSINGTON TERRACE'S current proposal is threatening to tip the scale
and significantly alter the balance and feel of the small and welcoming community that
currently exists in Kensington. .

What seems to be contributing to this dramatic change is that the proposed project is
attempting to put too much in the avallable space. The neighborhood cannot maintain its
current inviting warmth with the addition of a 3-story building. This project would very
likely end up as the tallest structure on Adams Avenue. The developers are clearly trying
to get as much bang for their buck as possible by adding one more story than virtuaily any
other building on Adams Avenue. But the approval of this third story would bring too much
traffic and population to the several blocks that currently describe the Kensington

business district.

Again I urge you to deny this petition, and encourage the developers of KENSINGTON.TERRACE
to present a structure that is more appropriate to the size of the Kensington
neighborhood.

Ladies and Gentlemen,

Today I was brought into the fold on the neighborhood uprising regarding the Kensington
Terrace (KT} project. As a real estate developer, one would certainly surmise that I am
pro-develepment, which is generally true. However, upon reviewing the XT project, I am
gquite surprised to find that the City and Kensington-Talmadge Planning Committee approved
this project with such little community interaction, and only after performing a Mitigated
Negative Declaration. This is especially alarming given the seemingly obvious significant
impact on Adams Ave, the adjacent streets and neighborhood as a whole.

As I'm sure you know, Kensington residents possess a strong sense of community and pride,
partially generated by our bond over a beautiful haven adjacent to a challenging area (Ei
Cajon Blvd) and a major interstate (I-15}). By allowing this project to proceed in it's
present form, you jeopardize the charm, tranquility, and above all, safety of this
neighborhood. Additicnally, Adams Ave could transform from a pedestrian friendly gstreet
into a regilon serving, transient thoroughfare.

Although I have not reviewed the materials board and/or finish selections, I am generally
impressed with the overall architecture form of the facade. However, I feel that the
program presents several risks to the neighborhood which must be brought to the attention
of City officials:

1. Parking. The project is significantly over-parked at 1 space per bedroom for the
residential and 2.1 per 1000 sf of commercial. This leads one to believe that the
developer is vying for regicnal serving retail and/or will eventually combine all the
parking to serve a "big box" retailer or grocer. Please note that the residential
portion of the project has 2 units with 3 stalls (for a 2 bedroom with a bonus/media
room), and three l-bedroom town homes with 2 spaces each. I seldom see this amount of
parking even in vehicle dependant suburban projects.

2. Adams Avenue Modifications. To even consider adding another lane of travel and a
traffic signal without conducting at least an Addendum to the EIR is quite surprising.
Especially given the pedestrian/neighborhood serving nature of Adams Avenue; the adjacency
of a child dominated park and library; and the proximity to the terminus of the commercial
portion of Adams. Additionally, the plan of incorporating a median and a class III
bicycle facility pay little attention to the residential nature of this village. Worth
noting, to my knowledge, the public has not been afforded the opportunity to review and
understand the plans for Adams Ave. They are not posted on any web site or at a community
location, which should render the permit application and approval incomplete.

3. Traffic Impact on Adjacent Streets. From the information I was able to obtain, the
impact on adjacent streets was not analyzed in sufficient detail in the MND, especially
given that the entrance to all parking is via a newly converted allevway that is accessed
only by traversing on Edgeware and/or Marlborough. As a parent, I would be severely
concerned about the transient traffic and parking that will surely flow over to the
adjacent residential streets.

In summary, I believe thait the project could be successfully developed in Kensington, but
only following a concerted, open effort by the project team to meet with and address the
issues of the residents. Paramount should be maintaining the pedestrian friendly nature
of Adams Ave, and a reduction in the on-site parking as a means of reducing the ADTs.
Included in the approval should be mechanisms (perhaps through a Conditiocnal Use Permit)
to ensure:

' 3
a. the individual office and retail tenant spaces have a maximum size restriction
consistent with a small, community serving businesses,
b. certain types of commercial uses and tenants are prohibited;
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c. annual meonitoring of traific and noise impacts (at the developer's expense);
a. residential parking will be deeded to and only used by the residences (this will
ensure the residential remains of a quality level on par with Xensington, and parking

counts for commercial remain true); and A
e. investigate a resident permit parking program that would allow for ticketing of non-

residents on streets adjacent to the project.

With the issues expressed above, and the mounting community reaction that continues to
buiid, I strongly recommend pulling this project from the November 8th Planning Commission

hearing until the Kensington residents can be heard.

Thank you for your attention this matter. If I can be of any help in finding a solution
that better serves the community of Kensington, I would be happy to assist.

My name is Celia Conaver and | am a 15 year resident of Kensington. I'm writing to request that you bring a
concern that |, and many of our residents have, regarding the fate of our beloved historic Kensington sign to
Toni Atkins attention immediately.

The Kensington sign was erected in the early 1950's, therefore it should qualify for review by the SD -
Historical Resources Board per the 45 Year Review Process. We are very concerned that this may not
happen and a demolition permit may be issued within days.

I attended the December KenTal Planning meeting on the 12th to hear the presentation
given by Mike Koonce, from the Kensington Talmadge Community Association, on the

Association's plans for a new Kensington sign.

While I applaud the very professional effort this group has made to hire designers, and to
consider various new sign designs, I was terribly upset that absolutely nothing of the actual
-sign will be salvaged or updated. If a new sign is permitted by the city and built, San
Diego will once again needlessly loose an authentic piece of history, and Kensington's very
special, understated icon will be cast aside for a very commercial-looking replacement.

It was disconcerting to learn that in spite of mulfiple options the Kensington Talmadge Community Association
reviewed, not only did none of the designs include restoring and keeping the historic sign itself, but none were
offered with a replication and simple, understated update to replace the poles & supporting cables and create a
simplified, stronger support structure.

Two nearly identical versions of the complete sign re-do were circulated to Kensington for a community vote
and donations. The Association is pleased with the response and the tremendous out-poring of donations, and
stated that the design with the arched sign won the vote. However, the flyer with the designs did not have a
third historic option, and a great many people | have talked to did not vote because they didn't like either
option, and don't want to lose the wonderful original.

In a democratic fashion, we are respectfully asking that you share our concerns with our
councilmember, Toni Atkins, and do everything in your power to be sure the historic Kensington sign
is given a complete 45 Year Review and goes before the full Historical Resources Board to determine
the historical significance of the sign.

| realize this project is further complicated by the donations that have been collected by the Association, but
there are numerous ways that the money could still be incorpeorated into plaques or markers while still retaining
our historic identity. The Association indicated at the presentation tha! they would be willing to abide by the
City review process, and return to their membership and to the community if their current design needs to be
modified.

As you may be aware, there is significant opposition in this community to the Kensington Terrace development as currently
designed. Based on petition drives and website feedback, many hundreds of residents believe that the building’s height,

mass and density are comptetely out of scale and character with the surrounding cdmmunity and would set a bad precedent
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Boulevard to Aldine Drive. This project does not reflect the distinct character of the surrounding neighborhood nor the desire
of the residents.

Most residents were never fully aware of the project until it came before the Planning Commission in November. The
adequacy of the resident notification for a project of this size and scope is in question. In addition, the environmental review
process was inadequate in addressing the impacts to traffic both during and after construction. Kensington Terrace is
projected to bring a significant amount a new traffic into our neighborhood — 2,400 cars a day by some estimates. The City
also failed to adequately address its responsibilities under the Global Warming Solutions Act of 2006 and more specifically
outlined in the State of California v. San Bernadino County, 2007. A substantive and adequate CEQA review process, as
required under State law, has not been satisfied. A comprehensive Environmental Impact Report should have been prepared
for this project.

Kensington is described in the Community Plan, as adopted by the City Council in 1998, as ™a unique neighborhood” with an
"ambience of a small town™ and a * small business district”. Goals detailed in the development plan include, “Regulate
building size to maintain neighborhood scale and character, “To ensure that new development is consistent with the
neighborhood vision,” To reflect the desirable historic character of commercial areas in form and function of new
development.” This project attempts to do none of these and is therefore inconsistent with the City's own adopted Ken-Tal
Community Plan. The project, as designed, should not have been approved by the Planning Commission and their decision
should nat be upheld by the City Council. _

My family and neighbors urge you to reject the Kensington Terrace project in it's current design, size and scope and direct
the project applicant to go back to the community, hold a series of design workshops that are inclusive of the members of
our community, reflects the desires of the residents and is consistent with the character of the neighborhood.

Dear Council Members,

I am writing to oppose the approval of the Kensington Terrace Mixed-Use project in its current
form. :

Aside from the aesthetic objections (a development of that size would obviously destroy the
character of our historic community) I have a practical objection that I believe would open the City
of San Diego to enormous liability because of delays in access to emergency services in the event
of an emergency.

I understand that the city’s traffic engineer has reviewed the planned project and made a
determination that the level of additional traffic would be acceptable according to existing city
guidelines; I do not believe, however, that the city’'s engineer has taken into account the
“peninsular” nature of Kensington.

A development on the scale of Kensington Terrace could easily lead to a gridlock situation seriousty
delaying, or preventing entirely, emergency service vehicles from entering or leaving the

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community in a timely manner. In order to understand my concern, you must consider that all

access to the neighborhood north of Adams Avenue must come from one of 4 streets, 2 of which
border the proposed project. There are no other alternatives. Cars waiting to enter or exit the
garage of the proposed development could easily prevent traffic from flowing into OR out of the
Kensington neighborhood for several minutes. Minutes which could mean the difference between
life and death in an emergency where an ambutance or fire truck is stuck at a crowded intersection

with no other way in or out.

I do not believe that this particular traffic situation was addressed by the city’ engineer and for that
reason you must not approve this project in its current form. Traffic patterns in a peninsular
neighborhood must be evaluated by different standards than would be used in other
neighborhoods.

As you know, it is very common for residents to blame the City when unforeseen prob!ems arise in
their neighborhood (Mt, Soledad is a prime example).

Here, you have been alerted to the potential hazards of approving a project whose traffic
implications are quite literally "an accident waiting to happen.”

If this project is approved and the resulting gridlock results in the loss of life or property, the blame
will rest squarely on the City Council.
