EXECUTIVE SU'b/fMARY

The City entered into an Agreement R-296348 with MPI on April 15, 2002, in the amount of
$7.664,537, to provxde professional engineering services for the Earl Thomas Reservoir
replacement project CIP 73-261.4 and the Alvarado Water Treatment Plant Upgrade Phase II,
CIP 73-261.3. The budget for MPI was exhausted prior to construction being completed. This
was a direct result of the Nielsen Dillingham Builders bankruptcy during Alvarado Water
Treatment Plant Phase I, and the City’s request for MPI to perform additional design work to
have City Facilities Maintenance staff and General Requirements Contractors complete portions
of the uncompleted work. Furthermore, Phase II construction bids came in higher than the
engineer’s estimate. MPI was required to delete the ozone facilities and the rehabilitation of the
existing sedimentation basins in order to construct a project that the City could afford while

keeping the Alvarado Water Treatment Plant 0peratmg at a capacity to meet local water
demands.

MPT's Agreement was first amended by Ordinance O0-19569 on January 9, 2007, for the
remaining upgrade work for the Alvarado Water Treatment Plant mainly Ozone Project (Phase
IV} which was essentially complete in 2003 and had been halted due to lack of funding. The
ozone facilities are part of the Department of Public Health Compliance Order. The U.S.
Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) also requires the City to change the primary -
disinfection process from chlorine to ozone by 201 1.

This second amendment is needed to provide additional funds for MPI o finalize and update the
design for the Rehabilitation of Basins 1 & 2 (Phase III), and make the necessary revisions to the
design due to Building Code and specification changes since the design was stopped in 2003.
Additionally, MPI will be providing construction support services for both Phases IIT and TV,
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FISCAL CONSIDERATIONS:

This amendment to MPI's agreement will extend the Agreement for five (5) years through 2011 o X
and provide phased funding for the completion of the Phases III and IV at the Alvarado Water
Treatment Plant. The additional funds needed for Ozone project (Phase IV) construction support
services is $3,524,169, and $1,659,528 for Rehabilitation of Basins 1 & 2 (Phase III) design and
construction support services. The total amendment value is $ 5,183,697. Cost-estimates for
Phases III and IV are attached for reference.

PREVIOUS COUNCIL and/or COMMITTEE ACTION: MPI has had three previous
Agreements (R-291394, R-295950, R-296348) with the City for the Upgrade and Expansion of

~ the Alvarado Water Treatment Plant. First Amendment on this contract was issued on January 9,
2007 by Ordinanice O-19569 for 3 years to February 28, 2010.

COMMUNITY PARTICIPATION AND PUBLIC OUTREACH EFFORTS:

Community meetings have been conducted to inform members of the public, including the
Friends of Lake Murray, Mission Trails Community Advisory Committee, and local residents
about the scope and schedule of the Alvarado Water Treatment Plant Upgrade and Expansion
project.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY: ' ,
The City entered into Agreement R-295950 with CH2mHill, Inc on January 14, 2002, in the
amount of $8,081,599, to provide construction management services for the Earl Thomas .
Reservoir CIP 73-261.4 and Alvarado Water Treatment Plant Upgrade Phase II CIP 73-261.3 |
projects. CH2mHill’s compensation schedule split the total fee between the two projects with
$2,660,533 allocated to Earl Thomas Reservoir and $5,421,066 allocated to Alvarado Water
Treatment Plant Upgrade and Expansion Phase II. The Phase II Agreement was amended on -

October 5, 2004, document C-12875, to reflect changes to the City’s Owner Controlled
Insurance Program. _

CH2mHill contract funds have been exhausted due to the following: 1) Bankruptey of the
contractor (Nielsen Dillingham Builders) during construction of the Alvarado Water Treatment
Plant Upgrade and Expansion Phase I which resulted in two (2) years delay. Construction was
completed by General Contract Requirements and City forces. 2) City Council directive to pay
prevailing wages for construction contracts exceeding $10 million. Several years into the
Agreement, the City Council required all City projects over $10 million to pay prevailing wages.
This change required CH2mHill, Inc to pay their special inspectors additional funds. 3) Special
Building and Fire Code inspections. Due to the nature and complexity of the treatment plant
construction project, portions of the work required special inspection that was not originally
planned. 4) AWTP Phase II had several components which included Ozone Building, and
Rehabilitation of the existing basins. This project was bid in 2004 and all bids were well over
the budget. The Ozone Building and Rehabilitation of the existing basins were put on hold.

In order to stay within the overall $8,081,599 authorized funding level, City staff worked with
CH2mHill, Inc on mitigating some of these costs. However, these issues caused the term of
CH2mHill, Inc’s Agreement expire prior to the project being completed and capitalized..
Therefore, the Agreement was extended, w1th no additional funds, by an Ordinance 0-19570 for -
3 years to Nov 30, 2009.



The Water Department is now proceeding with construction of Ozone Project and Rehabilitation
of Basins 1 & 2 and San Diego 17 Pump Station. CH2mHill's Agreement needs to be extended
héo,pg?

This amendment to-CH2mHill’s agreement will extend the Agreement for five (5) years and
provide additional funds to complete construction management services for the Ozone Project,
and Rehabiliitation of Basins 1 & 2 and San Diego 17 Pump Station.

The Work Force Report (WFR) is the document that
allows the City of San Diego to analyze the work
forces of all firms wishing to do business with the
City. We are able to compare the firm’s work force
data to County Labor Force Availability (CLFA) data
derived from the United States Census. CLFA data is
a compilation of lists of occupations and includes the
percentage of each ethnicity we track (Black,
Hispanic, Asian, American Indian, Filipino) for each
occupation. Currently, our CLFA data is taken from
the 2000 Census. In order to compare one firm to
another, it is important that the data we receive from
the consultant firm is accurate and organized in the
manner that aliows for this fair comparison.

WORK FORCE & BRANCH WORK FORCE REPCGRTS

When submitting a WFR, especially if the WFR is for

a specific project or activity, we would like to have
information about the firm’s work force that 1s
actually participating in the project or activity. That
is, if the project is in San Diego and the work force is
from San Diego, we want a San Diego County Work
Force Report.' By the same token, if the project is.in
San Diego, but the work force is from another
county, such as Orange or Riverside County, we want
a Work Force Report from that county.” For example,
if participation in a San Diego project 1s by work
forces from San Diego County, Los Angeles County
and Sacramento County, we will ask for separate
Work Force Reports representing the work forces of

your firm from each of the three counties.'” On the
other hand, if the project will be accomplished
completely outside of San Diego, we ask for a Work
Force Report from the county or counties where the
work will be accomplished.’

MANAGING OFFICE WORK FORCE

Equal Opportunity Contracting may occasionaily ask
for a Managing Office Work Force (MOWF) Report.
This may occur in an instance where the firm
involved is a large national or international firm but
the San Diego or other local work force is very small.
In this case, we may ask for both a local and a
MOWF Report."”
