EXECUTIVE SUMMARY:

On February 25, 2002, via Resolution R-296110, the City 1) established the Montezuma Road
Median Maintenance Fund, Fund No. 67050, 2) accepted a $100,000 endowment from San Diego
State University for the maintenance of medians on Montezuma Road, and 3) authorized the
expenditure of interest from the fund. The medians were at that time proposed for construction as
CIP 52-692.0. San Diego State University (SDSU) collected the $100,000 under the terms of an
agreement between SDSU, the College Area Community Council (CACC), and the City under
which $1 from the sale of each ticket from all large commercial events held at Cox Arena would be
used for capital improvements and maintenance expenses in the College Community Area.

The agreement between the City and SDSU reads in part: “If the College Area Community Council
requests at the end of five years that the City return the $100,000 transfer, a substitute funding
mechanism for the maintenance of the medians must be established by the CACC™.

Effective July 1, 2007, the City began funding the maintenance of the Montezuma Road medians
with Gas Tax revenue. On October 11, 2006, the CACC voted to terminate the maintenance
agreement on January 9, 2007 and on February 18, 2008, staff received a request from Dan
Cornwaite, CACC Treasurer, formally requested return of the $100,000 principal of the endowment
along with approximately $15,000 in unspent interest.

FISCAL IMPACT

The affected medians are currently being maintained with Gas Tax revenue and the endowment is
not currently being used. Returning the endowment would allow the funds to be used for other

purposes.

The City of San Diego is currently in the design phase of the Montezuma Road ‘
Landscaping project, which will improve the medians along Montezuma Road from the
Fairmount interchange to College Avenue. Now that this project is underway, | want to
formally request your assistance in signing this Letter of Agreement and transferring
$100,000 from the $1.00 per-ticket fund established by San Diego State University (SDSU}
to help fund the cost of water and maintenance for the Montezuma Road median
improvements. :

Upon reccipt. the City will deposit the funds in a separate, interest-hearing trust fund
established per the terms of this Letter of Agreement. The City agrees to expend only the
interest from this account on the water and maintenance for the Montezuma Road median
improvements. The City will be responsible for decisions regarding the investment and
expenditures from this account, and will provide information on account activities upon
request. Furthermore, the City agrees to maintain this account for a mimimum of five years
from the date of inception. If the College Area Community Council (CACC) requests at
the end of five years that the City relumn the $100,000 transfer, a subsiiiute funding
mechanism for the maintenance of the medians must be established by the CACC.

It is important that both San Diego State University and the College Area Community
Council understand that if the interest earnings from the $100,000 arc insufficient to pay
for the maintenance of the medians, the City is prohibited under Article XI1ID of the
California Constitution (Proposition 218) from using general fund moneys to make up the
shortfall.
