EXECUTIVE SUMMARY :

This action will authorize the installation of ang,le parking on the north 51de of Homblend Street
between Ocean Boulevard and the alley. This action is in accordance with Municipal Code
Section 86.03, and California Vehicle Code Section 22503,

Hornblend Street between Ocean Boulevard and the alley is a two-lane, 52-foot wide two-way
street with parking permitted on both sides of the street. In an effort to increase available
parking in Pacific Beach, the Homeowners Association representing See the Sea condominiums
has requested the conversion of this segment of the north side of Hornblend Street from parallel
to angle parking. The See the Sea condominium complex represents 100% of the adjacent
property frontage. The installation of angle parking at this location would result in a net gain of
two parking spaces, one of which will be a disabled parking (blue) zone. The item was presented
to the Pacific Beach Community Planning Committee. There was some concern expressed that
angle parking may be less safe than parallel parking for bicycles. However, there is adequate
roadway width to safely accommodate bicyclists.

Plesse note
that 20 fect of red curb i3 required at each driveway in order to preserve access when there is angle parking, thus angle parking on
blocks with numerous driveways may actually reduce the number of parking spaces, Aungle parking should only be considered when
there will be ai crease in parking spaces. Proporty ownerships may ba obtained from the CounryAssmsocsofﬁce located o the
Counry Administration Building, 1600 Pacific Highway. The average time for processing the request is 60 days.
