             CITY MANAGER REPORT:
             On October 24, 1974, the City entered into an agreement with
          Lowry & Associates for a planning study (Facilities Plan) for the
          Metropolitan Sewerage System.  This study was a requirement of the
          Clean Water Grant Program.  The study had to be developed before
          funding could be obtained for engineering and construction under the
          Clean Water Grant Program. This amendment will extend the Facilities
          Plan to study the Tia Juana River pollution problem.
             The City of Tijuana does not dispose of their sewage with the
          same degree of treatment as required in the United States.
          Therefore, local, state and federal agencies have recognized a
          potential threat to public health in San Diego County.  Although
          some work has been done in the area, additional effort is necessary
          to analyze the Tia Juana River pollution problem in order to
          complete the portion of the Facilities Plan dealing with this
          problem.  This addition to the Facilities Plan Study would review
          alternative solutions to provide for proper wastewater treatment of
          Tijuana sewage and projected flows from the South Bay area in
          California.  The study would consider all current regulatory
          requirements, environmental concerns, and facility requirements.

             CITY MANAGER REPORT:
             In March, 1981 the City Council authorized an agreement with the
          firm of George S. Nolte and Associates to provide consultant
          services for the development of Parcel A of the Pueblo Lands
          (Resolution R- 253850-1).  The consultant's work included the
          preparation of a preliminary plan, final subdivision map, grading
          and improvement plans for streets, drainage and all underground
          utilities, preparation of specifications, assistance during bidding
          process, as-builts and final lot monumentation.



             During the past two years several events have occurred which were
          not included in the scope of the original agreement.  Those events
          include a two year processing period for the environmental impact
          report, tentative map and rezone where one year had been
          anticipated; the development of the project as a Planned Industrial
          Development; and the development of the project in two units which
          will require two final subdivision maps, two sets of construction
          plans, two sets of landscaping plans, and the setting of final
          survey monuments at two different times.  This amendment will
          provide for an increase in the consultant's compensation to cover
          the additional services needed.

             PLANNING DIRECTOR REPORT:
             This paragraph refers to "side yard amendment portion" of this
          ordinance.  The term "side yard" in the Municipal Code was clarified
          by adding modifiers "interior" or "street" when appropriate.
          Requirements for interior side yards and street side yards often
          vary because of safety and visual requirements placed on street side
          yards.  Section 101.0601 (4) states that there may be a rear or side
          yard exception to place non-residential buildings closer to property



          lines under some circumstances in residential zones.  The intent of
          this provision was to provide the exception for rear and interior
          side yards where there would be no potential safety impact.  When
          the term "side yard" is not modified, it refers to either street
          side yards or interior side yards.  Because Section 101.0601 was not
          amended to apply this exception to interior side yards only, the
          Department is now proceeding with the amendment.
