    CITY MANAGER SUPPORTING INFORMATION:  The proposed vacation has
    been initiated by the submission of the tentative parcel map for
    Mini Max (TM-89-1210).  The tentative parcel map proposes
    subdivision of 11.88 acres, which includes the vacation area of
    approximately 17,000 square feet into three parcels for light
    industrial use.  The subject street vacation and adjacent
    property are located within the Serra Mesa Community and are
    situated in a M-1A Zone.  The proposed vacation and tentative
    parcel map are consistent with the General Plan and the Serra
    Mesa Community Plan.  The Subdivision Board recommended approval
    of Tentative Parcel Map TM-89-1210 on December 12, 1989.

    The subject vacation is an unimproved excess right-of-way that
    was created when Murphy Canyon Road was realigned and angled to
    the southwest in 1987, and the remaining old alignment was
    "T"-ed into the new alignment.  The area-of-vacation contains
    public utilities and franchise facilities.  The necessary
    easements for these facilities will be provided with the final
    map.  Staff review has indicated that the excess right-of-way to



    be vacated is no longer required for present or prospective
    public use.  It is recommended that the vacation be approved
    conditioned upon the recordation of the final parcel map for
    Mini Max (TM-89-1210).

The Deputy Director for Contract
    Management for the Clean Water Program will be responsible for
    monitoring and coordinating the implementation of the design and
    construction contracts.  Contracts for the fifteen agencies
    participating in the Metropolitan Sewerage System will also be
    negotiated and administered under the direction of this Deputy
    Director.
